AN ACT to anmend the election law and the «crimnal procedure law, in
relation to including attenpting to register as an el ector know ng
that he or she is not qualified due to lack of U S citizenship

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 17-104 of the election law is anended to read as
fol | ows:

8§ 17-104. False registration. Any person who:

1. Registers or attenpts to register as an elector in nore than one
election district for the same election, or nore than once in the sane
el ection district; or[+]

2. Registers or attenpts to register as an elector, knowi ng that he or
she will not be a qualified voter in the district at the election for
whi ch such registration is made; or

3. Registers or attenpts to register as an elector, when he or she is
not qualified due to lack of U. S. citizenship; or

4. Registers or attenpts to register as an el ector under any nane but
his or her own; or

[4-] 5. Knowingly gives a false residence within the election district
when registering as an elector; or

[5-] 6. Knowi ngly pernits, aids, assists, abets, procures, conmands or
advi ses another to commit any such act, is guilty of a class E felony.

(xx) any felony or class A misdenmeanor involving harmto an identifi-
abl e person or property, where such charge arose from conduct occurring
while the defendant was released on his or her own recogni zance or
rel eased under conditions for a separate felony or class A nisdeneanor
involving harmto an identifiable person or property, provided, however,
that the prosecutor nust show reasonable cause to believe that the
defendant committed the instant crinme and any underlying crime. For the
purposes of this subparagraph, any of the underlying crinmes need not be
