AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to establishing a Haitian
Eart hquake victins survivor college scholarship program for children
and spouses of persons injured in the January twelfth, two thousand
ten earthquake in Haiti

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is anended by adding a new section 609-a
to read as foll ows:

8 609-a. Haitian earthquake victins survivor college scholarship. 1.
Not wi t hstanding subdivisions three and five of section six hundred
sixty-one of this title, children and spouses of innocent victinse who
have died or have been severely and pernmanently disabled, or those inno-
cent victine who have becone severely and permanently disabled as a
direct result of an injury sustained on the island nation of Haiti due
to the January twelfth, two thousand ten earthquake, or the aftershocks
of the earthquake, occurring on that island nation, shall be eligible to
receive a scholarship in an annual anobunt determ ned pursuant to subdi -
vision two of section six hundred sixty-eight-h of this title.

2. Awards under this section shall be payable for each of not nore
than four acadenmic years of undergraduate study or five acadenic vyears
if a programnornally requires five years, as defined by the conm ssion-
er pursuant to this article.

§ 2. The education lawis anended by adding a new section 668-h to
read as foll ows:

8 668-h. Haitian earthquake victinms survivor college scholarship
program 1. Eligible groups. Not wi t hst andi ng subdi vi sions three and
five of section six hundred sixty-one of this part, children and spouses
of innocent victinms who have died or have been severely and permanently
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disabled, or those innocent victinms who have becone severely and perna-
nently disabled as a direct result of an injury sustained on the island
nation of Haiti in the inpact area of the January twelfth, two thousand
ten earthquake occurring on that island nation., shall be eligible to
receive a nenorial scholarship as provided in this section.

2. Amount. The president shall grant up to ten annual scholarships to
recipients attending an institution of the city university of New York
or an institution of the state university of New York other than the
statutory colleges at Cornell, the college of environnmental science and
forestry at Syracuse and the college of ceramics at Alfred, in an anount
equal to the sumof the tuition charged at such institution provided
that, notwi thstanding any provision of lawto the contrary, the tuition
charged to award recipients shall not exceed that charged to state resi-
dent students attending such institution and the nandatory fees charged
at  such institution; provided, however, that the scholarship shall not
exceed an anpunt that is equal to the total cost of attendance deter-
mned for federal Title 1V student financial aid purposes, less al
ot her schol arships and grants provided by New York state, other states,
the federal governnent, or other governnents, and the anount of educa-
tional benefits paid under any programthat would duplicate the purposes
of this program provided that any scholarships or grants provided to a
recipient by the institution which are intended to fund any portion of
the difference between the annual state award and the actual costs of
attendance at any such institution shall not be considered to duplicate
the purposes of this program In no event shall the conbination of al
student financial aid received by a student exceed a recipient's total
cost of attendance at the institution being attended.

3. Duration. Awards under this section shall be payable for each of
not nore than four acadenic years of undergraduate study or five academ
ic years if a programnornmally requires five years, as defined by the
comm ssioner pursuant to article thirteen of this title.

§ 3. Section 604 of the education law is anended by adding a new
subdi vision 13 to read as foll ows:

13. Haitian earthquake victins survivor college schol arship.

8 4. Subdivision 5 of section 601 of the education |aw, as anended by
chapter 305 of the laws of 2008, is amended to read as foll ows:

5. "Children" as referenced in subdivision four of section six hundred
four and sections six hundred eight, six hundred eight-a, six hundred
sixty-eight-a, six hundred sixty-eight-b, six hundred sixty-eight-d
[ard] . six hundred sixty-eight-e and six hundred sixty-eight-h of this
title shall nean: (a) birth children, adopted children, stepchildren who
survive an individual, or children for whom an individual was a | ega
guardi an, and (b) other children related by bl ood, adoption or narriage
to an individual for whom such individual had assunmed and was exerci sing
custody and care as of the date of such individual's death.

§ 5. This act shall take effect immediately and shall be deened to
have been in full force and effect on and after February 1, 2022, and
shall be applicable for awards nade for the 2022-2023 acadeni c year and
al | subsequent acadenic years.
