AN ACT to anend the alcoholic beverage control law, in relation to
al |l owi ng bed and breakfasts to sell cider, liquor, beer and w ne

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 4 of section 51 of the alcoholic beverage
control law, as anmended by chapter 431 of the |aws of 2014, is anended
to read as follows:

4. A licensed brewery nmay operate a restaurant, a hotel, an establish-
nent desi gnated and commonly known and operated as a bed and breakf ast,
a catering establishment, or other food and drinking establishment in or
adjacent to the licensed prem ses and sell at such place, at retail for
consunption on the prem ses, beer manufactured by the licensee and any
New York state |abeled beer. Al of the provisions of this chapter rela-
tive to licenses to sell beer at retail for consunption on the premi ses
shall apply so far as applicable to such |icensee. Notw thstanding any
other provision of law, the licensed brewer may apply to the |iquor
authority for a license to sell beer, wne or Iliquor at retail for
consunption on the prenises at such establishnent. Al of the provisions
of this chapter relative to licenses to sell beer, wine or liquor at
retail for consunption on the premises shall apply so far as applicable
to such application.

(g) operate a restaurant, a hotel, an establishnment designated and

to licenses to sell beer, cider, and braggot at retail for consunption
on and off the prem ses shall apply so far as applicable to such licen-
see. Not wi t hst andi ng any other provision of law, the licensed farm

brewery nmay apply to the authority for a license under this chapter to
sell other alcoholic beverages at retail for consunption on the premnm ses
at such establishnment;

Subparagraph (ii) of paragraph (f) of subdivision 2 of section
58-c¢ of the alcoholic beverage control |aw, as anended by chapter 431 of
the |l aws of 2014, is amended to read as foll ows:

(ii) operate a restaurant, a hotel, an establishnent designated and
commonly known and operated as a bed and breakfast, a catering estab-
Iishment, or other food and drinking establishnent in or adjacent to the
licensed premses and sell at such place, at retail for consunption on
the prem ses, cider nmanufactured by the licensee and any New York state
| abeled cider. Al of the provisions of this chapter relative to licen-
sees to selling cider at retail shall apply. Notw thstanding any other
provision of Jlaw, the |icensed farmcidery may apply to the authority
for a license under this chapter to sell other alcoholic beverages at
retail for consunption on the prenises at such establishnent;

(ii) operate a restaurant, a hotel, an establishnent designated and
commonly known and operated as a bed and breakfast, a catering estab-
Iishnent, or other food and drinking establishnent in or adjacent to the
licensed premses and sell at such place, at retail for consunption on

the prem ses, liquor manufactured by the licensee and any New York state
| abeled liquor. All of the provisions of this chapter relative to
licenses to sell liquor at retail for consunption on the prem ses shal

apply so far as applicable to such Iicensee. Notw thstanding any other
provision of law, the Iicensee nay apply to the authority for a |license
under this chapter to sell other alcoholic beverages at retail for
consunption on the prenises at such establishnent.

8 5. Subdivision 5-a of section 64 of the al coholic beverage contro
| aw, as added by chapter 480 of the laws of 2003, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

5-a. Notwithstanding the provisions of subdivision five of this
section, a liquor license may be issued under this section to an estab-
i shnent designated and commonly known and operated as a "bed and break-
fast" regardless of whether or not a restaurant is operated in such

Subdivision 4-a of section 76 of the alcoholic beverage contro
law, as anended by chapter 522 of the | aws of 2018, is amended to read
as foll ows:

4-a. A licensed winery may operate a restaurant, a hotel, an__estab-
i shnment designated and commonly known and operated as a bed and break-
fast, a catering establishnent, or other food and drinking establishnent
in or adjacent to the licensed premises and sell at such place, at
retail for consunption on the prem ses, w ne, nead and wi ne products
manuf actured by the |licensee and any New York state |abeled w ne, nead
or New York state |abeled wine product. Al of the provisions of this
chapter relative to licenses to sell wine at retail for consunption on
the premises shall apply so far as applicable to such Iicensee.
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Notwi t hst andi ng any other provision of law, the |l|icensed wnery my
apply to the authority for a license under article four of this chapter
to sell other alcoholic beverages at retail for consunption on the prem
i ses at such establishnment.

8§ 7. Paragraph (f) of subdivision 2 of section 76-a of the alcoholic
beverage control |aw, as anmended by chapter 522 of the |aws of 2018, is
amended to read as foll ows:

(f) operate a restaurant, a hotel, an establishnent designated and
commonly known and operated as a bed and breakfast, a catering estab-
lishnent, or other food and drinking establishnent in or adjacent to the
licensed premses and sell at such place, at retail for consunption on
the prem ses, wine, cider, and nead manufactured by the |licensee and any
New York state | abeled wine, New York state |abeled cider, New York
state labeled mead or New York state |abeled wine product. Al of the
provisions of this chapter relative to licenses to sell wine at retai
for consunption on the prem ses shall apply so far as applicable to such
licensee. Notw thstanding any other provision of law, the licensed farm
winery may apply to the authority for a license under this chapter to
sell other alcoholic beverages at retail for consunption on the prenises
at such establishment.
