The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraphs (a) and (b) of subdivision 2 of section 6714 of
the education law, as added by chapter 653 of the |aws of 2003, are
amended to read as foll ows:

(c) Any such veterinarian who reports an incident or discloses records
concerning a conpanion aninal's condition and treatnent pursuant to
paragraph (a) or (b) of this subdivision shall be entitled to receive
and be provided with, at no cost to such veterinarian, witten or el ec-
tronic docunentation of such report by the agent or officer to whom such
report was namde. Such report shall include but not be linited to the
date such report was made, the identity of the individual against whom
such report was nade, the species and description of the aninmal about
whi ch such report was nmade, the nature of the injuries to the animl and
the nane and |icense nunber of the veterinarian who nmade such report.
