AN ACT to anmend the penal law, in relation to crinmnal nischief and
|arceny offenses conmitted at a place of religious worship and to
cenetery desecration

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 145.05 of the penal law, as
anended by chapter 276 of the |laws of 2003, is anended and a new subdi-
vision 3 is added to read as foll ows:

2. damages property of another person in an amount exceedi ng two
hundred fifty dollars[—]; or

3. danmmges property which, regardless of its nature or value, is in
any building, structure or upon the curtilage of such building or struc-
ture used as a place of religious worship by a religious corporation, as
incorporated wunder the religious corporations law or the education |aw,
or used as a museum whose central purpose is religious in nature.

8§ 2. Section 145.10 of the penal |aw, as anended by chapter 961 of the
laws of 1971, is anmended to read as foll ows:

§ 145.10 Crimnal mschief in the second degree.

A person is guilty of crimnal mschief in the second degree when with
intent to damage property of another person, and having no right to do
so nor any reasonable ground to believe that he or she has such right,
he or she:

nent, headstone, marker, plaque, statue, vase, urn, decoration, flag
hol der, or other enbellishnent that is |located on or adjacent to, or is
ot herwi se associated with, any such cenetery, nausoleum colunbarium
lot, plot, grave, burial place, crypt, vault, or other place of inter-
nent or tenporary storage; or

(b) with intent to steal personal property, he or she steals persona
property which is located at a cenetery, nausoleum colunbarium |ot,
plot, grave, burial place, crypt, vault or other place of interment or
temporary storage of human remains or cremated human renmins, or any
nonunent, headstone, marker, plaque, statue, vase, urn, decoration, flag
hol der, or other enbellishment that is |ocated on or adjacent to, or is
otherwise associated wth, any such cenetery, mausoleum colunbarium
lot, plot, grave, burial place, crypt, vault, or other place of inter-
nent or tenporary storage, and which property is owned by the person or
organi zati on which mai ntains or owns such place or the estate, next-of-
kin or representatives of the deceased person interred or stored there.

(a) danmmges any real or personal property used or nmaintained as a
cenetery, nmausol eum colunbarium lot, plot, grave, burial place, crypt,
vault or other place of interment or tenporary storage of human remains
or cremated human renmmins, or any nonunent, headstone, rmarker, pl aque,
statue, vase, urn, decoration, flag holder, or other enbellishnent that
is located on or adjacent to, or is otherw se associated with, any such
cenetery, mausoleum colunbarium lot, plot, grave, burial place, crypt,
vault, or other place of internent or tenporary storage, in an anount
exceedi ng two hundred fifty dollars; or
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(b) with intent to steal personal property, he or she steals persona
property, the value of which exceeds two hundred fifty dollars, which is
|located at a cenetery, nmausoleum colunbarium lot, plot, grave, buria
place, crypt, vault or other place of internment or tenporary storage of
human remains or cremated hunman renmmins, or any nonunent, headstone,
mar ker, plaque, statue, vase, urn, decoration., flag holder, or other
enbel lishnent that is |ocated on or adjacent to, or is otherw se associ -
ated with, any such cenetery, mausoleum colunbarium lot, plot, grave,

(c) comrits the crime of cenmetery desecration in the [secend] third
degree as defined in section 145.22 of this article and has been previ-
ously convicted of the crime of cenetery desecration in the [second]
third degree, cenetery desecration in the second degree, aggravated
cenetery desecration in the second degree or aggravated cenetery dese-
cration in the first degree within the preceding five years.

Cenmetery desecration in the [H+st] second degree is a class E fel ony.

A person is guilty of cenetery desecration in the first degree when,
with intent to damage property of another person and having no right to
do so nor any reasonable ground to believe that he or she has such
right, he or she:

(a) danmnges any real or personal property used or maintained as a
cenetery., mausoleum colunbarium lot, plot, grave, burial place, crypt,
vault or other place of internent or tenporary storage of human remains
or cremated human remains, or any nonunent, headstone, marker, pl aque,
statue, vase, urn, decoration, flag holder, or other enbellishnment that
is located on or adjacent to, or is otherwi se associated with, any such
cenetery, mausoleum colunbarium lot, plot, grave, burial place, crypt,
vault, or other place of internent or tenporary storage, in an anount
exceeding two thousand dollars; or

(b) with intent to steal personal property, he or she steals persona
property, the value of which exceeds two thousand dollars, which is
located at a cenetery, nausoleum colunbarium lot, plot, grave, burial
place, crypt, vault or other place of internent or tenporary storage of
human remains or cremated human remains, or any nonunent, headstone,
marker, nenorial, plague, statue, vase, urn, decoration, flag holder, or
other enbellishnent that is |ocated on or adjacent to, or is otherw se
associated wth, any such cenetery, nausoleum colunbarium lot, plot,
grave, burial place, crypt, vault, or other place of internent or tenpo-
rary storage, and which property is owed by the person or organi zation
which maintains or owns such place or the estate, next-of-kin or repre-
sentatives of the deceased person interred there; or

(c) commits the crinme of cenetery desecration in the second degree as
defined in section 145.23 of this article and has been previously
convicted of the crine of cenetery desecration in the third degree,
cenetery desecration in the second degree, cenetery desecration in the
first degree. aggravated cenetery desecration in the second degree or
aggravated cenetery desecration in the first degree.

Cenetery desecration in the first degree is a class D fel ony.

145.23, or 145.24 of this chapter or of an attenpt to comrt such
an offense, and the sentence inposed by the court for such conviction
i ncludes a sentence of probation or conditional discharge, such sentence
shal |, where appropriate, be in accordance w th paragraph (h) of subdi-
vision two of section 65.10 of this [ariete] title as such section
relates to cenetery crine.

2. The property, regardless of its nature and value, is obtained by
extortion comrtted by instilling in the victima fear that the actor or
another person wll (a) cause physical injury to some person in the

future, or (b) cause damage to property, or (c) use or abuse his posi-
tion as a public servant by engaging in conduct within or related to his
official duties, or by failing or refusing to performan official duty,
in such manner as to affect sone person adversel y[—]; or

3. The property consists of a scroll, a religious vestnent., a vessel
an item conprising a display of religious synbols which fornms a repre-
sentative expression of faith, or other itemof property which:

(a) has a value of at least two hundred fifty dollars; and

(b) is kept for or used in connection with religious worship in any
building, structure or upon the curtilage of such building or structure
used as a place of religious worship by a religious corporation, as
incorporated under the religious corporations law or the education |aw
or used as a nmuseum whose central purpose is religious in nature.
