AN ACT to anmend the education law, in relation to prohibiting |Iegacy
preference as eligible criteria for adnission standards or for partic-
i pation in state awards prograns

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is anmended by addi ng a new section 209-b
to read as foll ows:

8 209-b. legacy preference for adnm ssion. 1. For the purposes of this
section, "legacy preference" neans a preference given by a public
college or public wuniversity on the basis of an applicant's fanmli al
relationship to alumi of such public college or public university.

2. Notwi thstanding any other law, rule or regulation to the contrary,
a_ public college or public university shall not consider a |egacy pref-
erence as eligible criteria for adm ssion standards; provided., however,
that a public college or public university nmay still inquire about fam -
lial relationships to alumi in order to collect data.

8§ 2. Subdivision 1 of section 665-a of the education |aw, as anended
by chapter 681 of the laws of 1986, is anended to read as foll ows:

1. Participation agreement. No institution may participate in the

general, academic or other award prograns described in this article
unless it shall have entered into a witten agreement wth the corpo-
ration under which it shall be bound to conply with all laws and rul es

applicable to such prograns. The participation agreement may contain
such other terns and conditions, consistent with such applicable |aws,
rul es and procedures, as the president may require in accordance wth
rules adopted for this purpose by the board and shall be devel oped in
consultation with the conm ssioner of education; provided, however, that
a participation agreenent with any institution shall include the condi-
tion that such institution shall not consider a |egacy preference as
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eligible criteria for adm ssion standards. For purposes of this subdi-
vision, "legacy preference” shall nmean a preference given by an insti-
tution on the basis of an applicant's familial relationship to alumni
of such institution. In accordance with rul es adopted by the board for
this purpose, the president, may suspend, limt or termnate an insti-
tution's participation in these prograns in the event it shall be deter-
m ned after a hearing conducted in accordance with the state admi nistra-
tive procedure act that the institution has violated any applicable
| aws, rules or procedures provided for under the agreenment in accordance
with aw and the rules of the board.

8 3. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a law. Effective inmediately, the addition, anmendment and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation of
this act on its effective date are authorized to be made on or before
such date.
