WHEREAS, He worked at a garage and began to learn the trade that
woul d beconme his life's work; he also traveled for one season to
Fel stead, England to work at the sugar beet factory, as did so many of
hi s generation; and

VWHEREAS, When he was 19 years-old, Thomas Mil cahey emigrated to the
United States comng to G eenwod Lake to join his three brothers, John,
Pat and Denis; his first job in the United states was working at
George's Sunoco gas station in G eenwod Lake; and

VWHEREAS, | n 1970, Thonmas Ml cahey joined the New York Arny Nati onal
Guard, rising to the rank of Staff Sergeant, and | ater began working for
the National Guard full tine as a nechanic at Kingsbridge Arnory; and

WHEREAS, In 1980, he joined the New York Fire Departnent as a
mechani ¢ in Energency Services; after working for eight years serving in
all five boroughs, he was stationed at "The Rock™ on Randalls 1Island
responsi bl e for the Preventative Miintenance for all the fire departnent
vehi cl es; and

VWHEREAS, Thomas Ml cahey was and continues to be a nenber of the
FDNY Eneral d Society; he has been part of Project Children since its
I nception in 1975, working closely with his brothers, Denis and Pat; and

WHEREAS, Thomas Mil cahey was known for his work as head chaperone on
the flights bringing out the children; and

VWHEREAS, 1In addition, Thomas Milcahey was the entee at nunerous



fundraisers for Project Children including many years at Yonkers
Raceway; and

WHEREAS, In 1998, Thomas Mil cahey was awarded the Project Children
Enerald Award in Atlantic Cty; he has also been a nenber of the
G eenwod Lake Gaelic Cultural Society since its beginning and was
honored as Celt of the Year in 1986; and

from 2019- 2021; and

WHEREAS, He is a nenber of Holy Rosary parish in G eenwod Lake
where he serves as an usher; he loves his Irish nusic and has played in
some bands, the nobst notable being with The M ghty Quinn; and

WHEREAS, Over the years, he has played nusic and has been a deejay
for many evenings at the Gaelic Cultural Society, at the Legion for the
veterans, as well as for many picnics and other fundraisers; and

VWHEREAS, Thomas Mil cahey is very conmmunity m nded and always wi |l ling
to I end a hand whenever and wherever it is needed; and

VWHEREAS, Thomas married the former Nora Collins, a native of Queens,
and together they raised four children, Anne Marie, Kathleen, GCeraldine
and Tomry, in Valley Cottage, New York; today, they are the proud
grandparents of seven grandchildren, Liam Mya, Ellie, Thomas (TJ),
Claire, Danny and Aiden; and

WHEREAS, After he retired from the FDNY, the Thomas and Nora
Mul cahey noved back to G eenwood Lake; and
