section 102 and section 206 of the limted liability conpany |aw and
subdi vision (a-1) of section 121-101 of the partnership law, relating
to affidavits of publication; to repeal subdivision (s) of section
1101 of the limted liability conmpany law and subdivision (f) of
section 121-1300 of the partnership law, relating to fees for filing
certificates of publication; to repeal subdivision (b) of section 802,
par agraph 2 of subdivision (c) of section 1203 and subdivision (d) of
section 1306 of the limted liability conpany |aw and subdi vision (c)
of section 121-201, subdivision (d) of section 121-902, paragraph (11)
of subdivision (a) of section 121-1500 and paragraph (11) of subdivi-
sion (f) of section 121-1502 of the partnership law, in relation to

8 89-j. Departnment of state nodernization fund. 1. There is hereby
established in the custody of the conptroller a special fund to be known
as the "departnment of state nodernization fund". The noneys in such fund
shall be available for paynment of any and all costs and expenditures
incurred in perform ng nodernization and security of the departnent of
state's public-facing website, and for developing alternatives to phys-
ical publication of docunents required to be filed pursuant to article
eleven of the limted liability conpany law,_ including costs and
expenses incidental and appurtenant thereto.

2. Mneys in the fund shall be kept separately fromand shall not be
comm ngled with any other noneys in the custody of the state conp-
troller.

3. The fund shall consist of the revenues required to be deposited
therein pursuant to the provisions of subdivision (w) of section eleven
hundred one of the limted liability conpany |aw and subdivision (t) of
section 121-1300 of the partnership law, and all other npneys credited
or transferred thereto fromany other fund or source pursuant to |aw.

4. The noneys in such fund shall be appropriated by the |eqgislature
and paid out on the warrant of the state conptroller.
