AN ACT to anend the penal law, in relation to the sale of ammunition for
assaul t weapons

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 4 of section 270.00 of the penal |law, as
amended by chapter 180 of the laws of 1997, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

4. Sales of amunition not prohibited. Nothing contained in this
section shall be construed to prevent, or interfere in any way with, the
sal e of amunition for revolvers or pistols of any kind, or for rifles,
shot guns, or other arns, bel onging or which may belong to any persons
whet her as sporting or hunting weapons or for the purpose of protection
to themin their hones, or, as they may go abroad; and manufacturers are
authorized to continue to manufacture, and whol esal ers and dealers to
continue to deal in and freely to sell amunition to all such persons
for such purposes. Provided, however, the sale of ammunition for assault
weapons, as defined by subdivision twenty-two of section 265.00 of this
title, shall be limted to two tines the capacity of an authorized weap-
on over a one hundred twenty day period. For purposes of this subdivi-
sion, "authorized weapon" shall nean a weapon registered in accordance
with subdivision sixteen-a of section 400.00 of this chapter. Not wi t h-
standing any law, rule or regulation to the contrary, the violation of
this subdivision shall constitute a class E fel ony.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
