AN ACT to amend the education law, in relation to establishing the New
York city school lunch |leftover take-home nmeal pilot program

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is amended by addi ng a new section 2589
to read as foll ows:

8 2589. New York city lunch leftover take-hone neal pilot program 1
The chancellor of the New York city department of education shall estab-
lish a pilot programfor the purpose of providing frozen take-hone neals
to certain children located in the city of New York. The chancell or of
the New York city departnent of education shall select one New York city
public school fromeach borough to participate in the pilot program
Students from schools selected to participate in the pilot program shal
have the option to sign up for such programand the principals of the
participating schools shall determ ne how many children to accept into
the pilot program Participating schools shall admnister the pil ot
program whi ch shall include, but shall not be linmted to, making frozen
take-hone neals from unused and unopened |l eftover food from partici pat-
ing schools. Such neals shall be distributed to children who have been
accepted into such pilot program Such pilot programshall be inple-
nented for a period of one full school vyear.

2. The chancellor of the New York city departnent of education shal
pronul gate rules to inplenent the requirenents of this section

3. The principal of each participating school shall subnit a report to
the chancellor of the New York city departnment of education detailing
all data collected by such principal relating to the pilot program for
review and full inplenentation. Such reports shall be subnitted no nore
than thirty days after the conpletion of the school year
