Actions to be conmenced within six years: where not otherw se provided
for; on contract; on sealed instrument; on bond or note, and nortgage
upon real property; by state based on mi sappropriation of public proper-
ty; based on mistake; by corporation against director, officer or stock-
hol der; based on fraud; based upon unlawful discrimnatory practice in
enpl oynent .
