The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subparagraphs (i) and (iv) of paragraph (a) of subdivision
3 of section 6902 of the education | aw, as anended by section 2 of part
D of chapter 56 of the |aws of 2014, is anmended to read as foll ows:

(i) The practice of registered professional nursing by a nurse practi-
tioner, certified under section six thousand nine hundred ten of this
article, my include the diagnosis of illness and physical conditions
and the performance of therapeutic and corrective neasures wthin a
specialty area of practice, in collaboration with a licensed physician
or _nurse practitioner practicing pursuant to paragraph (b) of this
subdi vi si on, qualified to collaborate in the specialty involved,
provi ded such services are perforned in accordance with a witten prac-
tice agreement and witten practice protocols except as permtted by
paragraph (b) of this subdivision. The witten practice agreement shal
include explicit provisions for the resolution of any disagreenent
bet ween the col |l aborating physician and the nurse practitioner regarding
a matter of diagnosis or treatnment that is within the scope of practice
of both. To the extent the practice agreenent does not so provide, then
the col |l aborating physician's diagnosis or treatnment shall prevail.
