The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph 5 of subdivision (c) of section 33.13 of the
mental hygi ene law, as anended by a chapter of the |aws of 2020 anendi ng
the mental hygiene |aw and the public health law relating to access to
medi cal and psychiatric records of deceased inmates by the board of
correction of the city of New York, as proposed in legislative bills
nunbers S. 6437-A and A. 8337-B, is anmended to read as foll ows:

(o) an enpl oyee or agent of the commi ssion of correction [er—the—-board
of—correcti-on—of—the—city—of—NewYork], in accordance with paragraph (a)
of subdivision two of section twenty-seven hundred eighty-six of this
article, to the extent the enployee or agent is authorized to access
records containing such information in order to carry out the conm s-
sion's functions, powers and duties with respect to the protected indi-

8 4. Subdivision 1 of section 2782 of the public health law is amended
by addi ng a new paragraph (s) to read as foll ows:

(s) an enployee or agent of the board of correction of the city of New
York, in accordance wth paragraph (a) of subdivision two of section
twenty-seven hundred eighty-six of this article, to the extent the
enpl oyee or agent is authorized to access records containing such infor-
mation in order to carry out the board's functions, powers and duties
with respect to the protected individual, pursuant to the charter of the
city of New York
