Section 1. Section 63 of the executive law is anmended by adding a new
subdi vision 17 to read as foll ows:

17. Investigate the alleged conmm ssion of any crinmnal offense or
offenses conmmitted by a police officer in connection with the perform
ance of his or her official duties, and prosecute any such person or
persons believed to have committed such crimnal offense or offenses in
connection wth the performance of his or her official duties. The
attorney general may only exercise the jurisdiction provided by this
subdivision upon a witten finding that such jurisdiction is necessary
because: (a) of a lack of alternative prosecutorial resources to
adequately investigate and prosecute such crimnal offense or offenses
or, (b) the exercise of such jurisdictionis necessary to ensure the
confidence of the public in the judicial system In all such
proceedi hgs, the attorney general nmy appear in person or by his or her
deputy or assistant before any court or grand jury and exercise all of
the powers and performall of the duties with respect to such actions or
proceedi hgs which the district attorney would otherw se be authorized or
required to exercise or perform
