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AN ACT to anend the public service law and the public authorities |[|aw,
in relation to requiring the emergency response plan of an electric
corporation to include plans for how the comunication and coordi-
nation of efforts shall occur

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (a) of subdivision 21 of section 66 of the public
service | aw, as added by section 4 of part X of chapter 57 of the |aws
of 2013, is amended to read as follows:

(a) Each electric corporation subject to section twenty-five-a of this
chapter shall annually, on or before Decenber fifteenth, subnit to the
conmm ssi on an energency response plan for review and approval. The ener-
gency response plan shall be designed for the reasonably pronpt restora-
tion of service in the case of an energency event, defined for purposes
of this subdivision as an event where wi despread out ages have occurred
in the service territory of the conpany due to stornms or other causes
beyond the <control of the conpany. The energency response plan shal
i nclude, but need not be Iimted to, the following: (i) the identifica-
tion of nmanagenent staff responsible for conpany operations during an
energency; (ii) a conmunications systemw th custoners during an ener-
gency that extends beyond nornmal business hours and busi ness conditions;
(iii) identification of and outreach plans to custoners who had docu-
mented their need for essential electricity for nedical needs; (iv)
identification of and outreach plans to custonmers who had docunent ed
their need for essential electricity to provide critical teleconmuni-
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cations, critical transportation, critical fuel distribution services or
ot her large-load custoners identified by the comm ssion; (v) designation
of conpany staff to communicate with [ocal officials and appropriate
regul atory agencies; (vi) provisions regarding how the conpany wll
assure the safety of its enployees and contractors; (vii) procedures for
depl oyi ng conpany and nutual aid crews to work assignment areas; (viii)
identification of additional supplies and equipnent needed during an
energency; (ix) the neans of obtaining additional supplies and equip-
ment; (x) procedures to practice the energency response plan; (xi)
appropriate safety precautions regarding electrical hazards, including
plans to pronptly secure downed wires within thirty-six hours of notifi-
cation of the location of such downed wires froma munici pal energency
official; (xii) plans setting forth how the comunication and coordi-
nation of efforts between the electric corporation, electric corporation
enpl oyees, electric corporation conpany crews, nutual aid crews, other
utilities, local governnents and any other entity performng services to

assist such electric corporation shall occur; and [&4-5]  (xidi) such
other additional information as the conm ssion may require. Each such
corporation shall, on an annual basis, wundertake drills inplementing

procedures to practice its enmergency nanagenent plan. The conm ssion may
adopt additional requirements consistent with ensuring the reasonably
pronpt restoration of service in the case of an enmergency event.

8§ 2. Paragraph 1 of subdivision (cc) of section 1020-f of the public
authorities law, as added by section 7 of part A of chapter 173 of the
| aws of 2013, is anended to read as foll ows:

1. The service provider shall, in consultation with the authority,
prepare and maintain an energency response plan (i) to assure the
reasonably pronpt restoration of service in the case of an energency
event, defined for purposes of this subdivision as an event where w de-
spread outages have occurred in the authority's service territory due to
a stormor other causes beyond the control of the authority and the
service provider, (ii) consistent with the requirenents of paragraph (a)
of subdivision twenty-one of section sixty-six of the public service |aw
and any regulations and orders adopted thereto, and (iii) establishing
the separate responsibilities of the authority and service provider.
Such energency response plan shall include plans setting forth how the
communi cation and coordination of efforts between the authority, service
provider, authority enployees, service provider enployees, authority
conpany crews, service provider conpany crews, nutual aid crews, other
utilities, local governnents and any service provider or other entity
perform ng services to assist the authority shall occur

8§ 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
