AN ACT to amend the social services law, in relation to personal needs
al | owances

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Subdivision 2-a of section 209 of the social services |aw,
as anmended by chapter 672 of the laws of 2019, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

2-a. Notwithstanding any inconsistent provision of subparagraph (ii)
of paragraph (d) of subdivision one of this section, an individual who
is receiving or is eligible to receive federal supplenental security
i ncome paynents and/or additional state paynents and who is a resident
of a residential health care facility as defined by section twenty-eight
hundred one of the public health law, shall, in accordance with regu-
| ations of the department, be entitled to a state paynent for persona
needs in the amount of fifteen dollars a nonth, provided, however, that
on or after January first, nineteen hundred eighty-eight the state
paynment for personal needs for such persons shall be in the anpunt of
[ bwenty—five] forty-five dollars a nonth;  provided further that such
forty-five dollar anpunt be subject to an annual adjustnent reflecting
the latest consunmer price index (all items--US. city aver age) .
published by the United States bureau of |abor statistics, comencing
January first, two thousand twenty-three and recal culated every January
first thereafter. Notw thstanding any inconsistent provision of subpar-
agraph (ii) of paragraph (d) of subdivision one of this section, on or
after January first, nineteen hundred eighty-eight, a resident of an
internmediate care facility operated or issued an operating certificate
by the office for people with devel opnental disabilities or a patient of
a hospital operated by the office of mental health as defined in subdi-
vision ten of section 1.03 of the mental hygiene |aw who is receiving or
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is eligible to receive supplemental security income paynents and/or
additional state paynents shall receive a state paynment for personal
needs in the anmobunt of five dollars a nonth. The departnent is author-
ized to pronulgate necessary regulations to provide for the tinme and
manner for payment of such personal allowance to such individuals.

§ 2. Clause (ii) of subparagraph 10 of paragraph (a) of subdivision 2
of section 366 of the social services |aw, as anended by chapter 672 of
the laws of 2019, is amended to read as foll ows:

(ii) A person who neither receives nor is eligible to receive federa
suppl enental security inconme paynents and/or additional state paynents
is entitled to a personal needs allowance as foll ows:

(A) for the personal expenses of a resident of a residential health
care facility, as defined by section twenty-eight hundred one of the
public health |law, the amount of [#-+$4+y] seventy-five dollars per nonth,_
provi ded however, that such ampunt be subject to an annual adjustnent
reflecting the |atest consuner price index (all itenms--U.S. city aver-
age), published by the United States bureau of |abor statistics,
comrencing January first, two thousand twenty-three and recal cul ated
every January first thereafter;

(B) for the personal expenses of a resident of an internediate care
facility operated or |licensed by the office for people with devel op-
nmental disabilities or a patient of a hospital operated by the office of
mental health, as defined by subdivision ten of section 1.03 of the
mental hygiene law, the anount of thirty-five dollars per nonth,_

(C for the personal expenses of a residential programfor victins of
donestic violence in which three neals per day are provided, the anount
of seventy-five dollars, provided however that such anount be subject to
an annual adjustnent reflecting the latest consuner price index (al
itens--U S. city average), published by the United States bureau of
| abor statistics, comencing January first, two thousand twenty-three
and recal cul ated every January first thereafter.

§ 3. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shall
have becone a | aw.
