    12  or  permit  holder dies after January 1, 2013 before surrendering his or
    13  her license or permit to the department  of  environmental  conservation
    14  and  the  license or permit holder has designated in writing a member of
    15  his or her immediate family, as defined in section one of this  act,  to
    16  whom the license or permit may be re-issued.
