The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The highway | aw is anmended by adding a new section 344-n to
read as foll ows:

§ 344-n. Portion of the state highway system to be designated and
known as the "MSgt. Thonmas P. Madison Menorial Bridge". The bridge on a
portion of state route 19, designated bridge nunber 1015080, which
crosses over the Wscoy Creek, in the town of Pike, county of Woning,
shall be designated and known as the "MSgt. Thomas P. Madi son Menoria
Bri dge".

§ 2. The conm ssioner of transportation shall provide for the instal-
lation and nmaintenance of adequate signing of the state hi ghway system
as designhated pursuant to section one of this act. However, to avoid
confusion and to linmit any possible disruption of commerce, the desig-
nation called for pursuant to section one of this act shall be one of
cerenmpnial nature and the official name of such bridge shall not be
changed as a result of this act.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect imediately.
