AN ACT to anend the executive law, in relation to directing the veterans
service conm ssion to submit a report relating to coordinated services
for veterans with service-connected disabilities to the veterans
servi ces director

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Legislative intent. The | egislature hereby recognizes that
New York state's veterans, particularly those who suffered from
servi ce-connected disabilities, have unique needs as a result of the
sacrifices they made during their mlitary service. It is also hereby
acknow edged by the legislature that due to the conplexity of their
needs, such individuals require accessible, coordinated, and specialized
services within their conmunities frommultiple state and | ocal agen-
cies. The legislature finds that there may be a need for a statew de
conprehensi ve programto coordi nate such services.

§ 2. Section 352 of the executive lawis anended by adding a new
subdivision 6 to read as foll ows:

6. The commission, in consultation with the office of the chief disa-
bility officer by April first, twd thousand twenty-four, shall submt a
report to the director reviewing the services provided to veterans with
service-connected disabilities by state and |ocal veterans' service

agencies. The report shall identify any deficiencies in the availabili-
ty, accessibility and delivery of such services.

(a) The services reviewed in the report shall include, but not be
limted to:

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(i) education and vocation related services, including training and
retraining services;

(ii) healthcare services, including nedical, nental, dental, rehabili-
tation and counseling services;

(iii) career, enploynent and re-enploynent services;

(iv) housing related services;

(v) transportation services;

(vi) long termcare services:

Vii ersonal care services;

(viii) adult day healthcare services;

(ix) famly outreach and fanmly caregqgiver services:; and

(x) legal services, including veterans' benefits clainms assistance.
The report shall provide any findings and recommendations as to how
these services may be inproved, or better coordinated and how i nforna-
tion pertaining to such services can be better communicated to veterans.
To the extent feasible, the report shall also identify any needs of
veterans with service-connected disabilities that are unnet by existing
services and include recommendations as to how they nay be addressed.

(b) The report shall also include findings and recommendations on the
necessity and feasibility of inplenenting a conprehensive statew de
program of coordinated service for veterans with service-connected disa-
bilities. Once conpleted., the comm ssion shall publish such report on
the division's website and provide for a thirty-day public comment peri-
od prior to such report being delivered to the director. A synopsis of
the comments shall be included in the report that is submtted.

Upon the receipt of the report the state director shall submit a copy
of the report to the governor, tenporary president of the senate and
speaker of the assenbly.
