AN ACT in relation to suspending all unnecessary travel to the state of
Ceorgia so long as Act 9 of 2021, SB 202, as signed into |law on March
25, 2021 in the state of Georgia is in effect; and providing for the
repeal of such provisions upon expiration thereof

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. 1. Notwithstanding any law, rule or regulation to the
contrary, all agencies, departnments, boards, divisions, authorities and
comm ssions shall review all requests for state-funded or state-spon-
sored travel to the state of Georgia so long as Act 9 of 2021, SB 202,
as signed into law on March 25, 2021 in the state of CGeorgia, is in
ef fect.

2. Any such publicly funded or publicly sponsored travel to such
| ocation, unless such travel is necessary for the enforcement of New
York state law, to neet prior contractual obligations, or for the
protection of public health, welfare, and safety, or is otherwise in the
interest of the state, is suspended.
