The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (b-1) of subdivision 2 of section 168-f of the
correction law, as anmended by chapter 532 of the laws of 2011, is
amended to read as foll ows:

(b-1) If the sex offender has been given a level two or three desig-
nation, such offender shall sign the verification form and state that
he or she still is enployed at the address |last reported to the divi-
si on. If a sex offender has been given a |level three designation, such
of fender shall not reside in student housing of any institution of high-
er educati on.

§ 2. Section 168-t of the correction |aw, as anended by chapter 373 of
the |l aws of 2007, is amended to read as foll ows:

§ 168-t. Penalty. Any sex offender required to register or to verify
pursuant to the provisions of this article who fails to register or
verify in the manner and within the tine periods provided for in this

article shall be guilty of a class E felony upon conviction for the
first of fense, and upon conviction for a second or subsequent offense
shall be guilty of a class D felony. Any sex offender who violates the

provi sions of section one hundred sixty-eight-v of this article or the
provi sions of paragraph (b-1) of subdivision two of section one hundred
sixty-eight-f of this article concerning the prohibition on residing in
student housing of any institution of higher education shall be guilty
of a class A m sdeneanor upon conviction for the first offense, and upon
conviction for a second or subsequent offense shall be guilty of a class
D felony. Any such failure to register or verify nay also be the basis
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for revocation of parole pursuant to section two hundred fifty-nine-i of
the executive law or the basis for revocation of probation pursuant to
article four hundred ten of the crimnal procedure |aw

facility or institution primarily wused for the care or treatnment of
persons under the age of eighteen while one or nore of such persons
under the age of eighteen are present, provided however, that when such
sentenced offender is a registered student or participant or an enpl oyee
of such facility or institution or entity contracting therewith or has a
fam |y nmenber enrolled in such facility or institution, such sentenced
offender may, wth the witten authorization of his or her probation
officer or the court and the superintendent or chief admnistrator of
such facility, institution or grounds, enter such facility, institution
or upon such grounds for the Ilinmted purposes authorized by the
probation officer or the court and superintendent or chief officer. If a
sex offender has been given a level three designation, such offender
shall not reside in student housing of any institution of higher educa-
tion.
