Section 1. This act shall be known and nmay be cited as the "Dignity
Not Detention Act".

8§ 2. Section 2 of the correction lawis amended by adding two new
subdi visions 33 and 34 to read as foll ows:

33. "lImmigration detention facility" neans any building, facility or
structure used, in whole or in part, to house or detain individuals for
civil immgration violations.

34. "Inmmigration detention agreenent” neans any contract, agreenent,

intergovernnental service agreenent or nenprandum of understanding that
authorizes a state or local governnent to house or detain individuals
for civil imrngration violations.

§ 3. The correction law is anmended by adding a new article 29 to read
as foll ows:

ARTICLE 29

Section 900. Immigration detention agreenent.

8 900. Imrigration detention agreenent. 1. The state, county., nunici-
pality, a unit of local government, a county sheriff, or an agency.
officer, enployee, or agent of the state, county, nunicipality, or a
unit of |ocal governnent shall not:

(a) Enter into or renew an innmigration detention agreenent.

(b) Receive any paynent related to the detention of individuals in an
inmmgration detention facility.

(c) Gve any financial incentive or benefit to any private entity or
person in connection with the sale, purchase, construction, devel opnent,

ownership, nmnagenent, corporation or operation of an inmmgration
detention facility.

2. The state, county, nunicipality, a unit of |ocal governnent, a
county sheriff, or an agency. officer, enployee, or agent of the state,
county, nunicipality or a wunit of |ocal governnent with an existing
inmgration detention agreenent shall exercise the ternination provision
contained in the immgration detention agreenent no later than ninety
days fromthe date on which this article takes effect.

3. Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary
contained in any general, special, or local laws, in any dispute over an
inmgration detention agreenent with the state, the provisions of this
section shall govern.

8 4. Severability clause. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivi-
sion, section or part of this act shall be adjudged by any court of
conpetent jurisdiction to be invalid, such judgnent shall not affect,
inpair, or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in
its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section
or part thereof directly involved in the controversy in which such judg-
ment shall have been rendered. It is hereby declared to be the intent of
the legislature that this act wuld have been enacted even if such
invalid provisions had not been included herein.

8§ 5. This act shall take effect inmediately.
