The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The executive law is anmended by adding a new section 837-w
to read as foll ows:

8 837-w. Statewide law enforcenent officer msconduct database
Not wi t hst andi ng any provision of lawto the contrary, the division shal
establish a statewide public database covering every local police
departnent, each county sheriff's office, the division of the state
police and every agency that enploys a peace officer in this state,
whi ch shall conpile the names of any police or peace officer who has had
his or her enploynent term nated due to misconduct. including but not
limted to donestic violence, sexual violence, assault and harassnent,
any crinmnal offense against a mnminor, excessive use of force, any
violation of 18 U S. C 242, perjury, falsifying a police report or
planting and destroying evidence, and deadly physical assault; as well
as any termnation or conplaints against such officer. The chief of
every police departnment, each county sheriff, the superintendent of
state police and the person in charge of every agency that enploys a
peace officer in this state shall report to the division, in a formand
nanner as defined in requlations by the division, all infornation neces-
sary to conpile and maintain the database established pursuant to this
section.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw Effective immediately, the addition, anendnent
and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation
of this act on its effective date are authorized to be made and
conmpl eted on or before such effective date.
