AN ACT to anend the general business law, in relation to the hiring of
security guards by public sports venues with a capacity of at |east
si xty thousand people located in the county of Erie; and to anmend a
chapter of the laws of 2021 anendi ng the general business law relating
to the applicability of the security guard act of nineteen hundred
ninety-two to facilities owned by a public sports venue, as proposed
in legislative bills nunbers S. 7142-A and A. 7960-A, in relation to
the effectiveness thereof

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 89-w of the general business |aw, as amended by a
chapter of the |aws of 2021 anendi ng the general business |aw relating
to the applicability of the security guard act of nineteen hundred nine-
ty-two to facilities owned by a public sports venue, as proposed in
legislative bills nunbers S. 7142-A and A 7960-A, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

8 89-w. Applicability. The provisions of this article shall not apply
to a not-for-profit security guard conpany, public entity, or tenant or
third-party security provider of such tenant of a publicly owed sports
venue with a capacity of at least sixty thousand people located in the
county of Erie, which hires a security guard or guards for a specific
event or events solely for its own proprietary use and which enpl oys
such security guards only on a tenporary basis for a total period not
exceeding fifteen days per year. Not wi t hst anding anything to the
contrary, such tenant or third-party security provider of a publicly
owned sports venue with a capacity of at |east sixty thousand people
located in the county of Erie shall ensure that no less than fifty
percent of the security guards that such tenant or third-party security
provider hires have obtained a license under this article.

8§ 2. Section 2 of a chapter of the laws of 2021 anending the genera
business lawrelating to the applicability of the security guard act of
ni neteen hundred ninety-two to facilities owned by a public sports
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venue, as proposed in legislative bills nunbers S. 7142-A and A 7960- A,
is anended to read as foll ows:

§ 2. This act shall take effect imediately and shall expire and be
deened repealed three years after such date

8 3. This act shall take effect imediately, provided, however, that
section one of this act shall take effect on the same date and in the
sane manner as a chapter of the laws of 2021 amendi ng the general busi-
ness law relating to the applicability of the security guard act of
ni neteen hundred ninety-two to facilities owned by a public sports
venue, as proposed in legislative bills numbers S. 7142-A and A 7960-A,
takes effect.
