AN ACT to anend the tax law, in relation to the transferability of the
rehabilitation of historic properties tax credit

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subsection (o00) of section 606 of the tax law, is anended
by adding a new paragraph 6 to read as foll ows:

(6)(a) A taxpayer allowed a credit pursuant to this subsection may
transfer the credit, in whole or in part, to another person or entity,
who shall be referred to as the transferee, with respect to the rehabil -
itated historic building my be allocated and notw thstanding that such
other person or entity owns no interest in the rehabilitated historic
building or in an entity with an ownership interest in the rehabilitated
hi storic building. Transferees shall be entitled to apply transferred
credit to a tax inposed under article nine-A twenty-two or thirty-three
of this chapter, provided all requirenents for claimng the credit are
net. A transferee may not transfer any credit, or portion thereof,
acqguired by transfer.

(b) A taxpayer allowed a credit pursuant to this article nust enter
into a transfer contract with the transferee. The transfer contract nust
specify (i) the building identification nunbers for rehabilitated
historic buildings in the project; (ii) the date such rehabilitated
historic building was placed into service; (iii) the five year conpli-
ance period for the project; (iv) the schedule of years for which the
transfer credit my be clainmed and the anount of credit previously
clainmed; (v) the anpbunt of consideration received by the taxpayer for
the transfer credit; and (vi) the anpbunt of credit being transferred.

(c) No transfer shall be effective unless the taxpayer allowed a cred-
it pursuant to this subsection and seeking to transfer the credit files
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a transfer statenent with the conmi ssioner of parks, recreation and
historic preservation prior to the transfer and he or she approves such
transfer. The transfer statenent shall provide the nane and federa
identification nunbers of the filing transferor and the taxpayer to whom
the filing transferor transferred the credit, and the amount of credit
transferred to each such person or entity. A copy of the transfer
contract shall be attached to the transfer statenent. The statenent
shall also contain such other information as the conm ssioner of parks,
recreation and historic preservation may require. After review ng the
transfer contract and the transfer statenent, the conmi ssioner of parks,
recreation and historic preservation shall approve or deny the transfer
as provided in this subsection. If the conmi ssioner of parks, recreation
and historic preservation approves the transfer., he or she shall issue
an approval statenent that provides the nane of the transferor and
transferee, the amount of credit being transferred and such other infor-
mation as the conmmi ssioner of parks, recreation and historic preserva-
tion and the conmi ssioner deem necessary. A copy of the statenent
approved by the conmmi ssioner of parks, recreation and historic preserva-
tion nust be attached to the transferee's tax return. If the conm ssion-
er of parks, recreation and historic preservation denies the transfer,
he or she shall provide the taxpayer a witten determnation for such
denial. The conmi ssioner of parks, recreation and historic preservation
in consultation wth the conm ssioner, may establish such other proce-
dures and standards deened necessary for the transferability of the
rehabilitation tax credit.

(d) The conmissioner of parks, recreation and historic preservation
shall forward copies of all transfer statenents and attachnents thereto
and approval statenents to the departnment within thirty days after the
transfer is approved by the conmissioner of parks, recreation and
historic preservation.

(e) The taxpayer that originally received the credit shall remain
solely liable for all obligations and liabilities inposed on the taxpay-
er with respect to the credit, none of which shall apply to a party to
whomthe credit has been subsequently transferred.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect imediately and shall apply to taxable
years beginning on and after January 1, 2022.
