The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1 of chapter 174 of the laws of 1968, constituting
the wurban devel opnent corporation act, is anended by adding a new
section 11-a to read as foll ows:

8 11-a. Non-disclosure agreenents; prohibitions. Notw thstanding any
other provision of lawto the contrary, no agreenent or contract entered
into by the state or any instrunentality thereof, any nunicipality or
public corporation for projects, including but not limted to tax incen-
tives, paynents in lieu of taxes, tax abatenents, bonds, notes, |oans,
grants or rebates, shall contain any provision, clause or |anguage that
provides that the contract or agreenent or any of its terns are confi-
dential or that the parties to the agreenent or contract are prohibited
fromdisclosing, discussing, describing or conmmenting upon the terns of
the agreenment or contract.

§ 2. The state finance |law is anmended by adding a new section 148 to
read as foll ows:

8§ 148. Non-disclosure agreenents; prohibitions. Notwi thstanding any
other provision of lawto the contrary, no agreenent or contract entered
into by the state or any state agency or public authority for econonic
devel opnent, including but not limted to tax incentives, paynents in
lieu of taxes, tax abatenents, bonds, notes, loans, grants or rebates,
shall contain any provision, clause or |anguage that provides that the
contract or agreenent or any of its ternms are confidential or that the
parties to the agreenent or contract are prohibited from disclosing,
di scussing, describing or conmmenting upon the ternms of the agreenent or
contract.

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§ 3. The general nunicipal law is anmended by addi ng a new section 99-x
to read as foll ows:

8 99-x. Non-disclosure agreenents; prohibitions. Notwithstanding any
other provision of lawto the contrary, no agreenent or contract entered
into by a nunicipal corporation, political subdivision, public authority
or local authority for econonm c developnent, including but not Ilimted
to tax incentives, paynents in lieu of taxes, tax abatenents, bonds,
notes, loans, grants or rebates, shall contain any provision, clause or
|l anguage that provides that the contract or agreenent or any of its
terms are confidential or that the parties to the agreement or contract
are prohibited from disclosing, discussing, describing or comenting
upon the terns of the agreenent or contract.

8 4. The econonic devel opnent |aw is anmended by adding a new section
107 to read as foll ows:

8 107. Non-disclosure agreenents; prohibitions. Notw thstanding any
other provision of lawto the contrary, no agreenent or contract entered
into by the state or any instrunentality thereof, any nunicipality or
public corporation for econom ¢ developnent, including but not linmted
to tax incentives, paynents in lieu of taxes, tax abatenents, bonds,
notes, l|oans, grants or rebates, shall contain any provision, clause or
| anguage that provides that the contract or agreement or any of its
termse_are confidential or that the parties to the agreenent or contract
are prohibited fromdisclosing, discussing, describing or comenting
upon the terns of the agreenent or contract.
