AN ACT to anmend the executive law, in relation to designating January
sixth as "Denocracy Day"

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Legislative findings. The Legislature finds and declares
the foll ow ng:

1. On Wednesday, January 6th, 2021, the President of the United States
at the time, Donald J. Trunp, nenbers of his administration and presi-
dential canpaign, and several Republican Menbers of Congress, directly
incited and encouraged an arned and violent insurrection against the
government of the United States, with the express purpose of preventing
the peaceful transfer of power and overturning the results of a free and
fair election.

2. In the nonths leading up to January 6th, the former President,
menbers of his administration, and nunerous elected nenbers of his
party, intentionally spread false and inflanmatory clains regarding the

l egitimacy of the election, and both inplicitly and explicitly prom sed
violent or armed opposition to prevent the election frombeing certified
and the President-Elect fromtaking office.

3. In the course of their attack, the insurrectionists trespassed on
and destroyed Federal property, including flagrantly looting the Capi-
tol, and openly bragged about their exploits on social nedia. The
attackers carried white suprenmaci st synbols including the flag known as
the "Confederate battle flag," as well as anti-Semitic and fasci st
synbol s including swastikas. At the sane tinme as nmany were carrying
these synbols of the enenies of the United States, sone of the attackers
wer e observed renoving the flag of the United States, throwing it to the
ground, and replacing it wth a flag bearing the nane of President
Donal d J. Trunp.

4. One hundred thirty-eight police officers were injured defending the
Capitol, and four insurrectionists and a Capitol Police officer died. In
the nonths that followed the attack, four additional Capitol Police

officers died by suicide. Mre than seven hundred peopl e have been
arrested in connection with the attack, however those npbst responsible
have avoi ded accountability.

5. It is the intent of the legislature to establish an annual day of
commenoration to be known as Denobcracy Day, to honor those who were
wounded or died as a result of defending the Capitol, reiterate the need
to protect and strengthen our denocratic institutions, and recogni ze the
ongoing threat of anti-denmocratic, white nationalist, and authoritarian
movenents in the United States.

8§ 2. Subdivision 3 of section 168-a of the executive |law, as anended
by chapter 237 of the laws of 2020, is anended to read as follows:

3. The following days shall be days of comenoration in each year
January sixth, to be known as "Haym Sal onon Day", and also to be known
as "Denocracy Day", January twenty-seventh, to be known as "Hol ocaust
Renmenbrance Day", February fourth, to be known as "Rosa Parks Day",
February fifteenth, to be known as "Susan B. Anthony Day", February
si xteenth, to be known as "Lithuanian | ndependence Day", February twen-
ty-eighth, to be known as "Gulf War Veterans' Day", March fourth, to be
known as "Pul aski Day", March tenth, to be known as "Harriet Tubman
Day", March twenty-ninth, to be known as "Vi etnam Veterans' Day", Apri
ninth, to be known as "POW Recognition Day", April twenty-seventh, to be
known as "Coretta Scott King Day", April twenty-eighth, to be known as
"Workers' Menorial Day", the first Tuesday in May to be known as " New
York State Teacher Day", May seventeenth, to be known as "Thurgood Mars-
hall Day", the first Sunday in June, to be knowmmn as "Children's Day",
June second, to be known as "ltalian |Independence Day", June twelfth, to

teenth, to be known as "Friedrich WIhel mvon Steuben Menorial Day", the
third Friday in Septenber to be known as "New York State PONVM A Recog-
nition Day" except if such date of commenorati on cannot be observed due
to a religious holiday, such observances shall then be conducted on the
second Friday of Septenber, the last Saturday in Septenber, to be known
as "wWar of 1812 Day", the fourth Saturday of Septenber, known as
"Native-Anmerican Day", the last Sunday in Septenber, to be known as
"CGold Star Mothers' Day", Cctober fifth, to be known as "Raoul Wallen-
berg Day", Cctober eleventh, to be known as "New Netherland Day in the
State of New York", Cctober eighteenth, to be known as "D sabilities
Hi story Day", Cctober twenty-seventh, to be known as "Theodore Roosevelt
Day", Novenber ninth, to be known as "Wtness for Tol erance Day", Novem
ber twelfth, to be known as "Elizabeth Cady Stanton Day", the third
Tuesday in Novenmber to be known as "New York State School-Related

Prof essionals Recognition Day", Novenber thirtieth, to be known as
"Shirley Chishol mDay", Decenber third, to be known as "lInternationa
Day of Persons with D sabilities", Decenber seventh, to be known as

"Pear| Harbor Day", Decenber sixteenth, to be known as "Bastogne Day"
and that day of the Asian |unar cal endar designated as new year to be
known as "Asian New Year".

8§ 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
