AN ACT to anend the environnental conservation law, in relation to
certain mned | and-use pl ans

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (a) of subdivision 1 of section 23-2713 of the
envi ronnmental conservation |aw, as anended by chapter 166 of the |aws of
1991, is anended to read as foll ows:

(a) The mining plan shall consist of a witten and graphic description
of the proposed mining operation, including the boundaries of the |and
controlled by the applicant, the outline of potential affected acreage
and the general sequence of areas to be mined through successive permt
terms. The graphic description shall include the |ocation of the mne
and shall identify the land affected by mning after April first, nine-
teen hundred seventy-five, including but not limted to areas of exca-
vation; areas of overburden, tailings, and spoil; areas of topsoil and
m neral stock piles; processing plant areas; haul ageways; shipping and
storage areas; drainage features and water inpoundnents. The witten
description of the plan shall include the applicant's m ning nethod and
nmeasures to be taken to nminimze adverse environmental inpacts resulting
fromthe mning operation. Wthin counties wth a population of one
mllion or nore which draw their primary source of drinking water for a
majority of county residents froma designated sole source aquifer, no
m ning plan shall be approved or renewed unless such plan provides for a
m ni rum buffer of undi sturbed ground at least ten feet fromthe existing
water table at the nmine site.
