The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is amended by addi ng a new section 4402-a
to read as foll ows:

8 4402-a. COVID 19 conpensatory services for individualized education
progranms. The board of education or trustees of each school district and
the city school district of the city of New York shall conplete an anal -
ysis for COVID 19 conpensatory services for every student who was taking
part in an individualized education program (IEP) on March sixteenth,
two thousand twenty. Such analysis shall deternine the value of any |oss
of |l earning and del ayed educational progress for each student due to |EP
services that were not provided in person due to the COVID-19 state
di saster energency. Such analysis shall be conpleted within one year of
the effective date of this section and shall be submtted to the conm s-
si oner upon conpl etion.

§ 2. This act shall take effect imediately and shall expire and be
deened repeal ed upon the submi ssion of the analysis required pursuant to
section one of this act; provided that the comissioner of education
shall notify the Ilegislative bill drafting conm ssion upon the occur-
rence of the subnission of such analysis in order that the comission
may nmmintain an accurate and tinely effective data base of the official
text of the laws of the state of New York in furtherance of effectuating
the provisions of section 44 of the legislative | aw and section 70-b of
