AN ACT to anmend the public health law, in relation to accessibility to
bone nmarrow registry information; and to anend a chapter of the |aws
of 2020, amending the public health law relating to requiring the
departnent of health to devel op and di ssem nate information regarding
bone marrow donor prograns and authorizing physicians, physician
assistants and nurse practitioners to provide such information to
patients, as proposed in legislative bills nunbers S. 6705 and A
5370-A, in relation to the effectiveness thereof

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 4369 of the public health |law, as added by a chap-
ter of the laws of 2020, anending the public health law relating to
requiring the departnent of health to devel op and disseninate infornma-
tion regarding bone rmarrow donor progranms and authori zi ng physicians,
physi ci an assi stants and nurse practitioners to provide such information
to patients, as proposed in legislative bills nunbers S. 6705 and A
5370-A, is anended to read as foll ows:

8 4369. Bone marrow registry information. 1. The conm ssioner, in
consultation with health care practitioners and others with expertise in
bone marrow donation and transplant and with the assistance of the tran-
splant council as appropriate, shall devel op and nmake avail abl e infornma-

tion regardi ng bone marrow donati on and registries, including but not
limted to the National Marrow Donor Program "Be The Match Registry"
regi stry and The Bone Marrow Foundation. Such information shall include,

but not be linmted to:
(a) the need for bone marrow donati ons;
(b) patient populations that would benefit from bone marrow donati ons;
(c) howto join [the] a bone marrow registry; and
(d) how to acquire a free buccal swab kit froma bone marrow registry.
