AN ACT to anmend the executive law, in relation to the governor's mli-
tary counci

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The executive law is anmended by adding a new section 192 to
read as follows:

8 192. Governor's mlitary council. 1. There is hereby established
within the division of mlitary and naval affairs a council to be known
as the "governor's mlitary council”. The nission of the governor's
mlitary council is to grow and protect mmjor mlitary activities

located in the state of New York, to |leverage such mlitary activities
into creating additional defense related jobs, and to help local units
of governnent inprove the quality of life of nenbers of the arned forces
and their fanilies in this state.

2. (a) The governor's mlitary council shall consist of no nore than
twelve nenbers, each to serve for a termof three years. Such nenbers

shall be appointed as follows: one nenber shall be appointed by the
tenporary president of the senate; one nenber shall be appointed by the
mnority |leader of the senate; one nenber shall be appointed by the
speaker of the assenbly:; one nenber shall be appointed by the mnority
| eader of the assenbly; and eight nenbers shall be appointed by the
governor. & the twelve nenbers., such nenbers shall include the adjutant
general, the conm ssioner of econonic devel opnent, the conm ssioner of

labor, and the director of the division of veterans' affairs, or their
designated representatives. O the twelve nenbers, such nenbers shal

include one nenber fromeach area in this state in which a mlitary base
is located, including Kings county, Jefferson county, Orange county, and
Sarat oga county. The governor shall designate one nmenber as chairperson,
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and nmay designate other officers as deened appropriate. Base or post

commanders nay serve as ex-officio nenbers of the council. Appointnents
shall be made within sixty days of the effective date of this section
Vacancies in the council shall be filled in the manner provided for

origi nal appointnents.
(b) The nenbers of the council shall serve at the pleasure of the

governor and shall receive no conpensation for services perforned or
rei nbursenent for expenses incurred pursuant to this section. The
nmenbers shall neet upon the call of the chairperson as necessary to

carry out the duties set forth in subdivision three of this section.

3. The duties of the governor's mlitary council shall be to initiate,
study., and neke recommendations to the governor and the leqgislature,
with respect to strategies to:

(a) optinze the mlitary presence in this state through the renoval
of operational inpedinents., increasing operating efficiencies, and
recruitnment or acquisition of new m ssions and force structure;

(b) foster close, effective cooperation anong the installations, and
public and private sectors throughout the state;

(c) pursue initiatives to enhance the quality of life for all active
and reserve conponent nilitary personnel;

(d) explore and develop outreach opportunities for individuals
discharging or retiring frommlitary service to use their talents and
skills as nenbers of the state workforce;

e assist in the devel opnent, coordination, and execution of strate-
gies required by any future change in mnissions proposed by the depart-
nent of defense; and

(f) grow defense-related industries in areas around the state's mli-
tary bases and installations.

§ 2. This act shall take effect inmmediately.
