AN ACT to anend the public authorities law, in relation to requiring the
nmetropolitan transportation authority to publish certain financial
reports on the authority's website

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 2-a of section 1269-b of the public authorities
Il aw i s amended by addi ng three new paragraphs (c), (d) and (e) to read
as foll ows:

(c) The authority shall publish all data pertaining to capital
progranms of the authority and any anendnents to such programs as
required by this section on the authority's website in a comon, nachine
readable format, as defined by executive order nunber ninety-five of two
thousand thirteen, "Using Technology to Pronpte Transparency, |nprove
Government Performance and Enhance Citizen Engagenent" or any successor
order. Such data shall include, but not be linmted to:

(i) all data required by paragraph (c) of subdivision one of this
section, including estimates of capital funding required each vyear and
expect ed sources of such funding;

(ii) all data required by subdivision two of this section, including
proposed expenditures or coommitnents of funding for individual capital
el enments required; and

(iii) all data regarding proposed expenditures or commtrments of indi-
vidual projects in each capital elenent.

(d) Individual capital project data shall be included in a capital
program dashboard nmi ntained by the authority on its website. Any summa-

ry views provided on the website shall include the original budgets and
schedules, in addition to current or anended budgets and schedul es.
Data pertaining to individual projects shall include, but not be linited
to:
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(i) the capital project identification nunber;

(ii) the capital plan years;

(iii) the agency or authority undertaking the project;

(iv) a project description;

(v) the project |ocation;

(vi) the capital need net by the project, such as state of good
repair, nornal replacenent, system inprovenent, system expansion or
other category;

(vii) budget information including the original budget, all anend-
nents, the current budget and planned annual all ocations; and

(viii) a schedule for project delivery including original. anmended and
current start and conpletion dates.

The status of projects shall be provided and state the current phase
of the project, such as planning, design, construction or conpletion
and shall state how close such project is to conpletion as neasured in
percent age. The dashboard shall neasure progress based on origi nal budg-
ets and schedules rather than anmended budgets and schedules. Al changes
to planned budgets or schedules shall be provided in narrative form and
describe the reason for each change or anmendnent. The dashboard shal
include a glossary or data dictionary which contains plain | anguage
descriptions of the data and information provided on the dashboard. The
dashboard shall be updated, at a mninum on a quarterly basis, and al
data fields available on the dashboard shall be nade avail able for down-
load on the authority's website in a single tabular data file in a
common, nachine readable format. Capital dashboard data shall also be
nade available on the data.ny.gov website or such other successor
website maintained by, or on behalf of, the state, as deened appropriate
by the New York state office of information technol ogy services under
executive order nunber ninety-five of twd thousand thirteen. or any
successor _agency or order.

(e) The data required to be published pursuant to this subdivision
shall be nade in a single tabular data file in a commbn, nachine read-
able format and shall be accessible on the authority's website and the
website data.ny.gov or such other successor website nmmintained by, or on
behalf of, the state, as deened appropriate by the New York state office
of information technol ogy services under executive order nunber ninety-
five of two thousand thirteen. or any successor agency or order.

§ 2. Section 1276-b of the public authorities |aw is anended by adding
two new subdivisions 6 and 7 to read as foll ows:

6. The authority shall publish all data pertaining to each authority's
budget and financial plans as required by this section in a common,
nachi ne readable format on the authority's website as defined by execu-
tive order nunber ninety-five of two thousand thirteen, "Using Technol o-
gy to Pronpte Transparency. |nprove Governnent Perfornmance and Enhance

Citizen Engagenent" or any successor order. Such data shall include, but
not be limted to:

a) estimates of projected operating revenues and expenses includin
monthly projections for the current fiscal year of all revenues and
expenses;

(b) any planned transaction that would shift resources, from any
source, fromone fiscal year to another, and the ampunt of any reserves;

(c) quarterly revenue and expense targets;

(d) staffing for the authority and each of its agencies;

(e) a conparison of actual revenues and expenses, actual staffing and
actual utilization to planned or projected levels for each of the

authority's agencies that operate transportation systens;
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(f) the status of each gap-closing initiative with a projected val ue
greater than one mllion dollars in any given fiscal year; and

(g) the status of capital projects by capital elenment. including but
not limted to coomitnents, expenditures and conpletions; and an expl a-
nation of material variances fromthe plan, cost overruns and del ays.

7. The data required to be published pursuant to this section shall be
made in a single tabular data file in a common, machi ne readabl e format
and shall be accessible on the authority's website and the website
data.ny.gov or such other successor website nmaintained by, or on behalf
of, the state, as deened appropriate by the New York state office of
information technol ogy services under executive order nunber ninety-five
of two thousand thirteen, or any successor agency or order.

§ 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
