AN ACT to anmend the correction law, in relation to allowing a telephone
call prior to an incarcerated individual's transfer

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 23 of the correction law, as
anmended by chapter 322 of the laws of 2021, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

1. The conmi ssioner shall have the power to transfer incarcerated
individuals from one correctional facility to another. \Wenever the
transfer of incarcerated individuals fromone correctional facility to
another shall be ordered by the commi ssioner, the superintendent of the
facility fromwhich the incarcerated individuals are transferred shal
take immediate steps to nmake the transfer. The transfer shall be in
accordance with rules and regul ati ons pronul gated by the departnent for
the safe delivery of such incarcerated individuals to the designated
facility. [W4hiwn] Immediately prior to the transfer, the departnent
shall electronically notify the incarcerated individual's next of kin or
personal representative of the transfer and the incarcerated individua
shall be allowed to nake at |east one personal phone call, free of
