AN ACT to anmend the general nunicipal law, in relation to requiring
identification nunbers to be displayed on certain buildings

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Legislative intent and purpose. It is the intent of this
legislature to ensure the pronpt response of designhated agencies to
energency calls and situations. During energencies tine is of the
essence and precious norments may be | ost when fire, police and ot her
enmergency personnel are unable to quickly locate those in need. The
|l egislature therefore declares that it is necessary to require that al
prem ses be identified through the display of their numerical address in
a conspi cuous | ocation.

8 2. The general nunicipal law is anmended by adding a new section
125-b to read as foll ows:

8 125-b. Street nunbers. 1. Requirenents. The owner, agent, |essee or
other person in charge of any building upon a street to which street
nunbers of buildings have been assigned, in which such building is situ-
ated, shall cause the proper street nunber or nunbers of such buildings
to be displayed in such manner that the street nunber or nunbers nmay at
all tinmes be plainly legible fromthe sidewalk in front of such build-
ing. The term"front" as used in this section shall be construed to nean
that side of the building which faces the street on which the nunber or
nunbers of such building. or prenises on which such building is situ-
ated, have been allotted. The nunber or nunbers shall be displayed on
such side of such building or premi ses. Each city shall have the power
to establish and enforce rules and requlations relating to the size,
form visibility and location of street nunbers in accordance wth the
requirenents of this section

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2. Violations. |If the owner, |essee, agent or other person in charge
of any building in any city upon a street to which street nunbers of

buildings have been assigned in which such building is situated shal
fail to display the proper street nunber of such building., as provided
in the foregoing subdivision, the city in which such building is situ-
ated shall forthwith serve such person or persons with a copy of this
section, and if after thirty days' notice the owner, |essee, agent or
other person in charge of such building shall fail or neglect to conply
with the provisions thereof, he or she shall be subject to a penalty of
twenty-five dollars, which shall be sued for and collected in the nane
of the city. Any person who shall continue any such violation shall be
puni shed by an additional fine of five dollars for each day such
violation shall continue.

§ 3. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw.
