AN ACT to anmend the election law, in relation to prohibiting election
comm ssioners and deputy elections conmissioners from holding a
publicly elected office

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 4 of section 3-200 of the election |law, as
anended by chapter 195 of the laws of 2003, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

4. No person [shall—be] appointed as el ection conm ssioner or deputy
el ection comm ssioner shall continue to hold office who is not a regis-
tered voter in the county and not an enrolled nmenber of the party recom
mending his or her appointnment, or who is the chair of the respective
denocratic or republican party or conmittee in such county or who holds
any other public office, except that of comm ssioner of deeds, notary
public, [wiHage—ofiicer—ecity—or—townustiece-] nmenber of a conmunity
board within the city of New York or trustee or officer of a school
district outside of a city; provided, however, that the provision of
this subdivision prohibiting an election conm ssioner or deputy election
comm ssioner from continuing to hold office who is the chair of the
respective denocratic or republican party or conmmittee in such county
shall not apply to any person currently serving as el ection conm Sssioner
or deputy election conm ssioner.

8 2. Subdivision 6 of section 3-200 of the election law is anmended to
read as foll ows:

6. An el ection conm ssioner or deputy election conm ssioner shall not
be a candidate for any elective office which he or she would not be
entitled to hold under the provisions of this article, unless he or she
has ceased by resignation or otherwi se, to be commi ssioner or deputy
comm ssioner prior to his or her nomnation or designation therefor.
O herwi se such nomi nation or designation shall be null and void.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
