AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to the creation of a
school - based teen dating viol ence prevention program

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 305 of the education law is anended by adding a new
subdi vision 57 to read as foll ows:

57. School -based teen dating violence prevention program a. The
conm ssioner shall consult and collaborate wth the comm ssioner of
health, the office for the prevention of donestic violence and organi za-
tions that pronote teen dating violence awareness, prevention and educa-
tion, as well as other interested parties, to establish and develop a
school -based teen dating violence prevention programwthin the depart-
nent. Such program shall be defined by the commissioner in reqgulations
after consultation with the departnent of health and the office for the
prevention of donestic violence and be designed to educate students,
parents and school personnel about healthy relationship behaviors, teen
dating violence awareness and prevention. The teen dating violence
awar eness prevention programshall include but not be linted to:

(i) age-appropriate nodel curriculum exenplar |lesson plans and best
practice instructional resources for students, parents and schoo

per sonnel devel oped or approved to pronpte awareness of healthy
relati onship behaviors and teen dating violence prevention. Such nodel
curriculum lesson plans and instructional resources shall include but

not be limted to information on healthy relationship behaviors and teen
dating violence, recognizing the warning signs of teen dating violence,
and a discussion of local community resources that are available to
teens in an abusive rel ationship;
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(ii) instructional tools and nmterials for students, parents and
school personnel devel oped or approved in collaboration with the comi s-
sioner of health and the office for the prevention of donestic violence,
whi ch shall include updated data and information on healthy relationship
behaviors and teen dating violence awareness and prevention, with a
review of such data and information to occur periodically, at intervals
deened appropriate by the conm ssioner, the conm ssioner of health and
the office for prevention of donestic violence; and

(iii) public availability of all materials related to the teen dating
violence awareness prevention program on a dedi cated webpage on the
departnent's internet website, and all naterials shall be provided at no
cost to every school district, board of cooperative educati onal
services, charter school and nonpublic school upon request.

b. The comm ssioner shall issue a guidance nenbrandumto every schoo
district, board of cooperative educational services, charter school and
nonpublic school, to informthemof the availability of the teen dating
vi ol ence awareness prevention programand to encourage themto work and
collaborate with |ocal organizations that pronote teen dating violence
awar eness, prevention and education and to develop policies and proce-
dures on responding to incidents of teen dating violence and heal thy
relationship initiatives. The conmm ssioner shall annually renind school
districts, boards of cooperative educational services, charter schools
and nonpublic schools, of the availability of teen dating violence
awareness and prevention materials as part of teen dating violence
awar eness and prevention nonth.

8 2. This act shall take effect on the first of July next succeeding
the date on which it shall have become a law. Effective i mediately, the
addi tion, amendnent and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary
for the inmplenentation of this act on its effective date are authorized
to be made or conpleted on or before such effective date.
