AN ACT to anmend the criminal procedure law, in relation to prohibiting
renoval of adol escent offenders to famly court in certain circum
st ances

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (c) of subdivision 2 of section 722.23 of the
crimnal procedure |law, as anmended by section 1-a of part WWVof chapter
59 of the laws of 2017, is anended to read as foll ows:

(c) The court shall order the action to proceed in accordance wth
subdi vision one of this section unless, after review ng the papers and
hearing fromthe parties, the court determines in witing that the
district attorney proved by a preponderance of the evidence one or nore
of the following as set forth in the accusatory instrunment:

(i) the defendant caused significant physical injury to a person other
than a participant in the offense; or

(ii) the defendant displayed a firearm shotgun, rifle or deadly weap-
on as defined in the penal law in furtherance of such offense; or

(iii) the defendant possessed a |oaded firearmas defined in subdivi-
sion fifteen of section 265.00 of the penal |law during the conm ssion of
the offense; or

(iv) the defendant wunlawfully engaged in sexual intercourse, ora
sexual conduct, anal sexual conduct or sexual contact as defined in
section 130.00 of the penal |aw
