AN ACT to anmend the highway law, in relation to designating a portion of
the state highway system as the "Trooper John J. Lane Menorial Bridge"

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The highway | aw is anmended by adding a new section 344-n to
read as foll ows:

8§ 344-n. Portion of the state highway systemto be designated as the
"Trooper John J. Lane Menorial Bridge". Al that portion of the state
hi ghway system constituting the bridge on Merritts Road, between Langdon
Road and Northwest Drive, crossing over the Bethpage state parkway in
the town of Oyster Bay, county of Nassau, shall be designated and known
as the "Trooper John J. Lane Menorial Bridge".

8 2. The comm ssioner of transportation shall provide for the instal-
| ati on and nai ntenance of adequate signing of the state highway system
as designated pursuant to section one of this act. However, to avoid
confusion and to linit any possible disruption of conmerce, the desig-
nation called for pursuant to section one of this act shall be one of
cerenonial nature and the official name of such bridge shall not be
changed as a result of this act.

8 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
