AN ACT to anmend the education law, in relation to an accredited engi-
neering technol ogy degree

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph 2 of subdivision 1 of section 7206 of the educa-
tion law, as anended by chapter 465 of the laws of 2021, is anended to
read as foll ows:

(2) Education: have received an education, including a bachelor's or
hi gher degree based on a programin engineering, an accredited engi neer-
ing technol ogy degree, or the substantial equivalent, in accordance wth
the conmmi ssioner's regul ati ons;

8§ 2. Section 7206 of the education |law is amended by adding a new
subdivision 5 to read as foll ows:

5. For the purposes of this section, an applicant wth a bachelor's
degree or higher in engineering technology and an applicant with a bach-
elor's degree or higher in engineering shall have the sanme nunber of
education and experience credit requirenents, shall have the sane eligi-
bility for an identification card as an "engineer in training", as well
as examnation and exam nation eligibility requirenents, in accordance
with the conm ssioner's regul ations.

§ 3. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a |l aw and shall apply to applications for |icensure
as a professional engineer received on or after such effective date.
Ef fective i mmediately, the addition, amendnent and/or repeal of any rule
or regul ation necessary for the inplementation of this act on its effec-
tive date are authorized to be nmade and conpl eted on or before such
ef fective date.
