3. The chief fiscal officer of each county, as defined in section 2.00

of the local finance Ilaw, shall, upon application and subnission to
[+ such chief fiscal officer of satisfactory evidence in-person or
electronically, issue to any person desiring to enroll in a conmunity

coll ege as a non-resident student, a certificate of residence form show
ing that said person is a resident of said county. No such chief fisca
officer shall require a person desiring to enroll in a conmunity college
as a non-resident student to disclose or furnish his or her social secu-
rity nunber. If the chief fiscal officer of a county refuses to issue
such a certificate on the ground that the person applying therefor is

not a resident of such county, the person applying may appeal, in wit-
ing, electronically or by mail, to the chancellor of the state universi-
ty. The chancellor of the state university, or such officers or enploy-
ees thereof as shall be designated by the chancellor in a manner

authorized by the state university trustees, shall nake a determ nation
after a hearing, upon ten days' notice to such chief fiscal officer of
the county, and such determnation shall be final and binding on the
county. Such person shall, upon [his] registration for each college
year, file with the college such a certificate of residence formissued
not earlier than two nmonths prior thereto, and such certificate of resi-
dence formshall be valid for a period of one year from the date of
i ssuance.
