AN ACT to anmend the workers' conpensation law, in relation to permtting
tel emedi ci ne services for nental and behavioral health issues under
t he workers' conpensation system

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 13-m of the workers' conpensation [aw is anmended by
addi ng a new subdi vision 15 to read as foll ows:

15. Telehealth visits for psychological testing, treatnment and coun-
seling by psychiatrists, psychologists and licensed clinical socia
workers shall be permitted with one in-person visit within twelve nonths
of the first video telehealth visit and within six nonths of the first
audi o-only telehealth visit wunless (a) in the provider's professiona
judgnent, an in-person visit service is likely to cause disruption in
service delivery or has the potential to worsen the patient's condition,
or (b)) would create undue hardship upon the patient or their famly. A
finding of undue burden shall include consideration of whether travel to
and fromthe in-person visit would cause undue financial burden or
unr easonabl e physical or nental distress.
