AN ACT in relation to authorizing the state university of New York at
Farm ngdale to | ease certain lands to the Farmingdale state devel op-
ment cor poration

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Legislative findings. The legislature finds that the state
university of New York at Farm ngdale ("Farm ngdale") seeks to use
approximately 9.26 acres of underutilized land on Farm ngdale's canpus
for the purpose of nulti-purpose facilities to support housing needs and
supporting amenities, fulfilling a necessary and vital public purpose
The legislature further finds that granting the trustees of the state
uni versity of New York ("Trustees") the authority and power to | ease and
ot herwi se contract to nake avail able grounds and facilities of the Farm
ingdale canpus wll ensure such land is utilized for the benefit of
Far m ngdal e, the surrounding community, and the general public.

§ 2. Notwithstanding any other lawto the contrary, the state wuniver-
sity Trustees are authorized and enpowered, wi thout any public bidding,
to | ease and otherwi se contract to make available to Farmingdale state
devel opnent corporation, a not-for-profit corporation (the "ground
| essee"), a portion of the lands of the university generally described
in this act for the purpose of devel oping, constructing, maintaining and
operating nmulti-purpose facilities to support housing needs and support -
ing anenities. Such | ease or contract shall be for a period not exceed-
i ng ninety-nine years without any fee sinple conveyance and otherw se
upon terns and conditions determ ned by such Trustees, subject to the
approval of the director of the division of the budget, the attorney
general and the state conptroller. In the event that the real property
that is the subject of such |lease or contract shall cease to be used for
t he purpose described in this act, such |lease or contract shall imre-
diately terminate and the real property and any inprovenents thereon
shall revert to the state university of New York. Any |ease or contract
entered into pursuant to this act shall provide that the real property
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that is the subject of such | ease or contract and any inprovenents ther-
eon shall revert to the state university of New York on the expiration
of such contract or lease. Any and all proceeds related to the | eases
authorized by this act shall be used for the benefit of the Farm ngdale
campus and the allocation of such proceeds shall be subject to approval
by the Trustees.

8§ 3. Any contract or lease entered into pursuant to this act shall be
deened to be a state contract for purposes of article 15-A of the execu-
tive law, and any contractor, subcontractor, |essee or sublessee enter-
ing into such contract or |ease for the construction, denmplition, recon-
struction, excavation, rehabilitation, repair, renovation, alteration or
i mprovenment authorized pursuant to this act shall be deenmed a state
agency for the purposes of article 15-A of the executive |aw and subj ect
to the provisions of such article.

8 4. Notwi thstandi ng any general, special or local Ilaw or judicial
decision to the contrary, all work perfornmed on a project authorized by
this act where all or any portion thereof involves a | ease or agreenent
for construction, demolition, reconstruction, excavation, rehabili-
tation, repair, renovation, alteration or inprovenent shall be deened
public work and shall be subject to and perforned in accordance with the
provisions of article 8 of the labor law to the same extent and in the
same manner as a contract of the state, and conpliance wth all the
provisions of article 8 of the labor |aw shall be required of any
| essee, subl essee, contractor or subcontractor on the project, including
the enforcenent of prevailing wage requirenments by the fiscal officer as
defined in paragraph e of subdivision 5 of section 220 of the [abor |[|aw
to the same extent as a contract of the state.

8 5. Notwithstanding any law, rule or regulation to the contrary, the
state university of New York shall not contract out to Farm ngdale state
devel opnent corporation or any subsidiary for the instruction or any
pedagogi cal functions or services, or any adm nistrative services, and
simlar professional services currently being perfornmed by state enploy-
ees. Al such functions and services shall be perforned by state enpl oy-
ees pursuant to the civil service law. Nothing in this act shall result
in the displacenent of any currently enployed state worker or the |oss
of position (including partial displacement such as reduction in the
hours of non-overtinme, wages or enploynent benefits), or result in the
i mpai rnment of existing contracts for services or collective bargaining
rights pursuant to existing agreements. Al positions currently at the
state university of New York in the unclassified service of the civi
service law shall remain in the unclassified service. No services or
work on the property described in this act currently perforned by public
enpl oyees or future work that is simlar in scope and nature to the work
being currently performed by public enpl oyees shall be contracted out or
privatized by the state university of New York or by an affiliated enti-
ty or associated entity of the state university of New York. Al such
future work shall be perfornmed by public enpl oyees.

8§ 6. For the purposes of this act: (a) "project" shall nean work at
the property authorized by this act to be leased to Farm ngdale state
devel opnent corporation as described in section twelve of this act that
i nvol ves the design, construction, reconstruction, denmplition, exca-
vation, rehabilitation, repair, renovation, alteration or inprovenent of
Farm ngdal e state devel opment corporation property.

(b) "project labor agreenent" shall nmean a pre-hire collective
bar gai ni ng agreenent between a contractor and a |abor organization
establishing the | abor organization as the collective bargaining repre-
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sentative for all persons who will perform work on the project, and
which provides that only contractors and subcontractors who sign a pre-
negoti ated agreenent with the I abor organization can perform project
wor k.

8 7. Nothing in this act shall be deened to waive or inpair any rights
or benefits of enployees of the state university of New York that other-
wise would be available to thempursuant to the terns of agreenments
between the certified representatives of such enpl oyees and the state of
New York pursuant to article 14 of the «civil service law, all work
perfornmed on such property that ordinarily would be performed by enpl oy-
ees subject to article 14 of the civil service law shall continue to be
perfornmed by such enpl oyees.

8§ 8. Notwithstanding the provisions of any general, special, or Iloca
|l aw or judicial decision to the contrary:

(a) Farm ngdal e state devel opnent corporation may require a contractor
awarded a contract, subcontract, |ease, grant, bond, covenant or other
agreenment for a project to enter into a project |abor agreenment during
and for the work involved with such project when such requirenent is
part of Farm ngdale state developnent corporation's request for
proposals for the project and when the Farmi ngdal e state devel opnent
corporation determ nes that the record supporting the decision to enter
into such an agreement establishes that the interests underlying the
conpetitive bidding |laws are best net by requiring a project |abor
agreenent including: obtaining the best work at the | owest possible
price; preventing favoritism fraud and corruption; the inpact of delay;
the possibility of cost savings; and any | ocal history of |abor unrest.

(b) I'f Farm ngdal e state devel opnent corporation does not require a
project |abor agreement, then any contractor, subcontractor, |ease,
grant, bond, covenant or other agreenents for a project shall be awarded
pursuant to section 135 of the state finance |aw.

8§ 9. Wthout linmting the determ nation of the terns and conditions of
such contracts or |eases, such terms and conditions nmay provide for
| easi ng, subl easi ng, construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation
i nprovenent, operation and managenment of and provision of services and
assistance and the granting of |icenses, easenents and ot her arrange-
ments with regard to such grounds and facilities by Farmingdale state
devel opment corporation, and parties contracting with Farm ngdal e state
devel opnent corporation, and in connection wth such activities, the
obtaining of funding or financing, whether public or private, unsecured
or secured (including, but not limted to, secured by |easehold nort-
gages and assignnents of rents and | eases), by Farmi ngdal e state devel -
opment corporation and parties contracting wi th Farm ngdal e state devel -
opment corporation for the purposes of conpleting the project described
inthis act.

8 10. Such Ilease shall include an indemity provision whereby the
| essee or subl essee pronises to indemify, hold harnless and defend the
| essor against all clainms, suits, actions, and liability to all persons
on the |l eased prem ses, including tenant, tenant's agents, contractors,
subcontractors, enployees, custoners, guests, licensees, invitees and
menbers of the public, for damage to any such person's property, whether
real or personal, or for personal injuries arising out of tenant's wuse
or occupation of the dem sed prenises.

8§ 11. Any contracts entered into pursuant to this act between the
ground | essee and parties contracting with the ground |essee shall be
awarded by a conpetitive process.
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§ 12. The property authorized by this act to be | eased to Farm ngdal e
state devel opnent corporation is generally described as that parcel of
real property wth inprovenents thereon consisting of a total of 9.26
acres situated on the canpus of the State University of New York at
Farm ngdale. The description in this section of the parcel to be nade
avail able pursuant to this act is not neant to be a I|egal description
but is intended only to identify the parcel

Al that certain plot, piece or parcel of land, situate, lying and
being at Melville, Town of Huntington, County of Suffolk and State of
New York, being nore particularly bounded and described as foll ows:

BEG NNI NG at the corner formed by the intersection of the southerly side
of Melville Road with the westerly side of Route 110 (Broad Hol | ow
Road) .

Runni ng Thence the followi ng 12 (twel ve) courses and di stances:

1. Southerly, along the westerly side of Route 110, along the arc of a
curve, bearing to the right, having a radius of 5629.58 feet and a
| ength of 241.37 feet;

2. Still along said side, South 18 degrees 09 nminutes 05 seconds Wst, a
di stance of 121.11 feet;

3. Westerly, North 56 degrees 29 minutes 30 seconds West, a distance of
100. 00 feet;

4. Southerly, South 15 degrees 47 m nutes 32 seconds West, a distance of
125.97 feet;

5. Westerly, North 56 degrees 29 mnutes 30 seconds West, a distance of
545. 14 feet;

6. Still westerly, North 56 degrees 05 mnutes 25 seconds Wst, a
di stance of 382.45 feet;

7. Still westerly, North 56 degrees 57 ninutes 00 seconds West, a
di stance of 300 feet, to the southerly side of Melville Road,

8. Easterly, along said side, along the arc of a curve, bearing to the
right, having a radius of 512.54 feet, and a length of 485.98 feet;

9. Still along said side, South 66 degrees 50 ninutes 52 seconds East, a
di stance of 196. 45 feet;

10. sStill along said side, along the arc of a curve, bearing to the
left, having a radius of 1313.24 feet and a length of 274.97 feet;

11. Still along said side, South 78 degrees 50 ninutes 40 seconds East,
a di stance of 228.40 feet;

12. still along said side, South 45 degrees 52 mnutes 29 seconds East,

a distance of 130.39 feet, to the westerly side of Route 110, at the
Point or Place of BEGQ NN NG

Containing within said bounds an area of 9.26 acres nore or |ess.
Subject to all existing easenments and restrictions of record.

8 13. The state university of New York shall not |ease |ands descri bed
in this act unless any such | ease shall be executed within 5 years of
the effective date of this act.

8 14. Insofar as the provisions of this act are inconsistent with the
provi sions of any |aw, general, special or local, the provisions of this
act shall be controlling.

§ 15. This act shall take effect immediately.
