Section 1. Paragraph (d) of subdivision 2 of section 130.05 of the
penal |aw, as anended by chapter 40 of the |laws of 2004, is anended and
a new paragraph (e) is added to read as foll ows:

(d) Where the offense charged is sexual misconduct as defined in
subdivisions one and two of section 130.20, rape in the third degree as
defined in subdivision three of section 130.25, or crininal sexual act
in the third degree as defined in subdivision three of section 130. 40,
in addition to forcible conmpul sion, circunstances under which, at the
time of the act of intercourse, oral sexual conduct or anal sexual
conduct, the victimclearly expressed that he or she did not consent to
engage in such act, and a reasonable person in the actor's situation
woul d have understood such person's words and acts as an expression of
| ack of consent to such act under all the circunstances[-] ;. or

(e) Wiere the offense charged is sexual msconduct as defined in
subdi vi sions one and two of section 130.20, rape in the third degree as
defined in subdivision three of section 130.25, or crimnal sexual act
in the third degree as defined in subdivision three of section 130.40,
in addition to forcible conpulsion, circunstances under which, at the
time of the act of intercourse, oral sexual conduct or anal sexua
conduct, the victimis under the influence of any drug, intoxicant, or
ot her substance to a degree which renders that person incapable of
giving consent and that condition is known or reasonably should be known
to a person in the actor's situation.
