(vii) any weapon legally possessed and validly registered pursuant to
subdi vi si on _sixteen-a of section 400.00 of this chapter prior to such
person's death and bequeathed or passed through intestacy to an i mmedi -
ate famly nmenber of the deceased. Such weapons shall be subject to the
provisions of paragraph (h) of this subdivision. For purposes of this
subparagraph, imediate fanily nenber neans a child or spouse;

(h) (i) Any weapon defined in paragraph (e) or (f) of this subdivision
