The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The executive law is anended by adding a new section 170-g
to read as foll ows:

8 170-g. Eligibility for state or local public benefits regardl ess of
immigration status. A state agency nay, at its discretion, provide state
or local public benefits, as defined by the federal personal responsi-
bility and work opportunity reconciliation act 8 US C 1621 or any
successor provision, to persons who, but for such federal law restrict-
ing eligibility for such benefits based on inm gration status, would be
otherwise eligible for such benefits fromsuch agency. For the purposes
of this section, a "state agency" shall nean any departnent, bureau
commi ssion, board, division, office, or agency of the state.

99-h-1 to read as foll ows:

Eligibility for state or local benefits regardless of inmmi-
gration status. A nmunicipal corporation may, at its discretion, provide
state or local public benefits, as defined by the federal persona
