trai ned enpl oyee on duty at all tinmes, and provide an opioid antag-
oni st training programfor residents

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Article 2-A of the social services law is anmended by addi ng
anewtitle 3 to read as foll ows:

Section 47. Qpioid antagonist use and training.

8 47. (pioid antagonist use and training. 1. Any provider of tenporary
housi ng assi stance, which shall include, but not be linmted to, a fanmly
shelter, a shelter for adults, a hotel, an energency apartnent., a dones-
tic violence shelter, a runaway and honel ess youth shelter, or a safe
house for refugees operating in this state shall have at its prenises at
all tines:

(a) an opioid antagonist and a nethod of adninistering it on site
which may include, but not be linmted to, a nal oxone kit; and

(b) at a mninum one enployee trained in the adnministration of an
opioid antagonist on duty at all tines.

2. Al enployees of providers of tenporary public housing assistance
who are authorized to administer an opioid antagoni st shall

(a) have conpleted an initial training program which nay include a
departnent of health registered opioid overdose prevention training

progr am
(b) conplete a refresher training programat |east every two vears:;

c) contact the energency nedical system durin an response to a
victim of suspected drug overdose and advise if an opioid antagonist is
bei ng used:

(d) conply with protocols for response to victins of suspected drug
overdose; and

(e) report all responses to victins of suspected drug overdose to the
departnent of health.

3. Al providers of tenporary housing assistance shall develop a
training plan in conjunction wth a registered opioid overdose
prevention programin the applicable region regarding the administration
of opioid antagonists to any individual residing on a provider's prem
ises who is at risk of experiencing or wtnessing an opioid overdose.

4. For the purposes of this subdivision, the term"opioid antagonist"
shall nmean a federal food and drug adm nistration-approved drug that,
when adm ni stered, negates or neutralizes in whole or in part the phar-
macol ogical effects of an opioid in the body and that is |linmted to
nal oxone or other nedications approved by the departnent of health for
this purpose and "nal oxone kit" shall nean a prefilled nal oxone syringe
or needle-free intranasal drug delivery device.

5. The comm ssioner is authorized to pronulgate rules and regul ations
necessary for the inplenentation of this title.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the thirtieth day after it shal
have becone a |law. Effective inmediately, the addition, amendment and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation of
this act on its effective date are authorized to be nade and conpl et ed
on or before such effective date.
