AN ACT to anend the workers' conpensation law, in relation to requiring
public enployers who opt out of providing paid famly |eave benefits
to provide parental leave in the alternative

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 3 of section 212-b of the workers' conpensation
|l aw i s anended by addi ng a new paragraph (c) to read as foll ows:

(c) Notwithstanding any other provision of lawto the contrary, if a
public enployer chooses to opt out of paid family | eave benefits pursu-
ant to paragraph b of this subdivision, then such public enployer shal
be required to offer parental leave to its enployees for a period not to
exceed twelve weeks during any fifty-two week cal endar period. Enployers
shall pay enployees on parental leave a rate of sixty-seven percent of
the enpl oyee's average weekly wage but shall not exceed sixty-seven
percent of the New York state average weekly wage in effect.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect inmmediately.
