AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to granting academ c
credit at state operated institutions of the state university of New
York and the city university of New York to veterans

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 355 of the education law is anended by adding a new
subdi vision 22 to read as foll ows:

22. a. For purposes of this subdivision, the term "veteran" neans a
person who served in the United States arny, navy, air force, marines,
coast guard, and/or reserves thereof, and/or in the arny national guard,
air national guard, New York guard and/or New York naval mlitia and who
(1) has received an honorable or general discharge fromsuch service, or
(2) has a qualifying condition, as defined in section one of the veter-
ans' services law, and has received a discharge other than bad conduct
or _di shonorable fromsuch service, or (3) is a discharged LGT veteran
as defined in section one of the veterans' services |law,  and has
received a discharge other than bad conduct or dishonorable from such
service.

b. Every veteran who is enrolled on a full-tine basis as an undergrad-
uate student in good standing, at an institution within the state
uni versity system shall upon application be granted academc credits
without Ilimtation towards his or her degree for conpletion of courses
that were part of such veteran's nmilitary training or service if the
conpleted courses neet the standards of the institution awarding such
credits. No fee, tuition or other charge shall be assessed against a
veteran who qualifies for such credit pursuant to this subdivision.

c. The board of trustees shall adopt such procedures as are necessary
to fully inplenent the provisions of this subdivision.

No
fee, tuition or other charge shall be assessed against a veteran who
qualifies for such credit pursuant to this subdivision.

c. The board of trustees shall adopt such procedures as are necessary
to fully inplement the provisions of this subdivision.

§ 3. This act shall take effect on the first of July next succeeding
the date on which it shall have becone a |aw, provided, however, that if
part PP of chapter 56 of the laws of 2022 has not yet taken effect then
this act shall take effect on the sane date and in the sane nanner as
such part takes effect.
