Paragraph c of subdivision 2 of section 4402 of the educa-
tion | aw, as anended by chapter 273 of the |aws of 1986, is anended to
read as foll ows:

c. (1) Nothing in this section shall be deened or construed to prohib-
it a comttee on special education fromreconmendi ng a special service
or programspecified in paragraph d of subdivision two of section
forty-four hundred one of this [e&hapter] article or to dimnish the
power of the commr ssioner to make appoi ntnents pursuant to such para-
gr aph.

(2) Provi ded, however, that where the board of education or trustees
in furnishing suitable educational opportunities for students with di sa-
bilities has selected as one of the npst reasonable and appropriate
special services or prograns for such children fromthose prograns spec-
ified in paragraph n of subdivision two of section forty-four hundred
one of this article upon receipt of the recommendation of the comittee
on special education, the provision of transition services, in partic-
ular vocational training prograns approved by the departnent or by
anot her state agency shall be pernmitted to occur in the last three years
of secondary education of a student with disability during school hours.
