AN ACT to anend the general business law, in relation to prohibiting the
sale or pronotional distribution of machetes to mnors

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 399-qq of the general business |aw, as added by
chapter 243 of the laws of 2005, is amended to read as foll ows:

8§ 399-qq. Sale or pronotional distribution of nachetes utility
knives, box cutters, or box cart cutters. 1. No person, firm or corpo-
ration shall sell or offer to sell or give away as either a retail or
whol esale promotion a nachete, utility knife, box cutter, or box cart
cutter to any person under eighteen years of age.

2. For purposes of this section, the term "utility knife", "box
cutter", or "box cart cutter" means a knife consisting of a razor bl ade,
retractable or non-retractable, attached to or contained within a plas-
tic or nmetal housing. For the purposes of this section, the term
"machete” neans a large heavy knife with a broad bl ade, used primrily
for cutting brush or vegetation.

3. The provisions of this section shall not preclude the tenporary
transfer of a nachete, utility knife, box cutter, or box cart cutter to
a person under eighteen years of age by such person's enployer where
such device is possessed only on the enployer's premnises and only during
the course and scope of such person's enpl oynent.

4. No provision of this section shall be deened to restrict the
authority of any county, city, town or village to enact and enforce
additional local Ilaws, ordinances or codes, or portions thereof,

provi ded the provisions thereof are not inconsistent with the provisions
of this section.
